Dear Foothills Neighbors,
I wanted to update you on our Foothills residential burglary rates over the past few weeks.  As you know, the APD is using predictive crime analysis to determine “super hot spots” where a crime has the most likelihood of occurring and we are devoting resources such as officers, bait items, and specialized teams to these “hot spots.”

Below are some interesting findings I’d like to share with all of you from our Problem Solving meeting downtown today with the Chief and representatives from all areas of the APD:

· 52% of all robberies occurring are purse-snatchings and muggings; please consider only bringing what is necessary for your errand rather than a purse and please be aware of your surroundings and if you feel unsafe don’t hesitate to leave!

· We have managed to cut the burglary rate to ZERO in one of our hot spots!

· We will be rolling out an anonymous tip line on our Connect Site (APD web site) that we hope will result in tips our detectives can use to solve cases

· Of 111 residential burglaries, 43 had no sign of forced entry.  That means that garage doors were left open, doors left unlocked, windows or sliding glass doors were not locked – please protect your property and change a few old habits of leaving your home unsecured to new habits of locking up!  Add another layer of protection to your home to make it harder to be a victim of crime.

· Neighbors looking out for neighbors is an effective crime prevention tool!
