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The Foothills Area Command is working with the predictive analysis software to improve our patrol procedures.  The current mapping shows us, with reliable accuracy, where crime will be occurring.  How we patrol these areas, what we do with the information is what makes the information valuable.  We are working on adding input data to improve the accuracy and further reduce the map size to assist patrol officers.  Additionally, Sgt. Thomson and the command staff have developed a list of specific patrol activities and a tracking method for these patrols.  Over the past 3 weeks we’ve already seen the crime rates decrease in the patrol areas. 


In the near future we will be adding an apprehension component to the protocol.  The Foothills IMPACT Team has 5 pieces of electronic bait that will be used to catch auto thieves and auto burglars.  Councilor Jones is working with funding sources to procure the tracking systems for this electronic bait.  This will give our detectives the ability to remotely monitor the bait, rather than hours of surveillance.  The ‘stakeout’ seen on television will become a thing of the past.  Our detectives will be able to work on other tasks, while the bait is monitored by the system.


The Foothills Area Command’s Crime Prevention Specialist is working very hard to engage neighbors to join in the fight.  We are looking to get neighbors to join the Neighborhood Watch program and become block captains.  Police Officers need the help of our community to tell us where crime has occurred, is occurring, or suspicious behavior is.  It is a partnership.  We want a strong partnership with the neighborhoods!  

Watch I- Lieutenant Louie Sanchez

Team 7-  Sergeant Tommy Henderson

Officer Richard Locke made 20 DWI arrests for the month of January. 

On January 27, 2012, Officer Richard Locke and Officer Nicholas Sheill were dispatched to a commercial burglary in progress at the Family Thrift Center at 1201 Juan Tabo NE. The caller had a visual of the subjects in the grounds of the Thrift Center. They were watching from a live video feed at their residence. Officer Locke and Sheill were able to direct other officers, with assistance from the caller, to form a good perimeter and locate the offenders. Two individuals were located and taken into custody for Commercial Burglary. 

On January 12, 2012, Officer Dennis Torres saw a call holding in 800 block of Marcella NE.  The calling party reported a suspicious individual looking into vehicles.  Officer Torres arrived in the area and saw a male subject inside a vehicle. As he drove up, the male subject began to walk away from the vehicle. Officer Torres contacted the male subject and was able to identify property from two separate vehicles on his person. Officer Torres was able to identify two victims. Also, through his investigation he was able to identify and locate a second offender. They were both found to have an extensive juvenile record for property crimes. 

On January 25, 2012, Officer Nicholas Sheill and Officer Richard Locke were dispatched to a priority domestic violence call in the 1200 block of Pitt NE. When officers arrived, the caller was outside the home with one of her children. She advised that she had been in an altercation with her boyfriend who was still inside the home. She stated that he had attacked her and choked her three times, before she was able to flee with her son. She advised that her boyfriend was still inside with a 5 month old child. Officers attempted to contact the offender at the door but were met only by two large Staffordshire Bull Terriers that were barking loudly and almost jumped through the front window on several occasions. Sgt Henderson responded to the scene when the offender would not answer his phone or come to the door. After several more attempts at contact, PA's were started, a perimeter was set, and the SWAT Team was activated. Officer Sheill and Officer Meyer utilized the PA to attempt to have the subject exit the home. Officer Sheill was able to get a telephone number for the subject’s father. While SWAT was arriving and setting up, he contacted the father, who in turn contacted the mother, who was able to contact the offender. The offender then decided to exit the home, while SWAT was still setting up on the home. He was taken into custody and booked with out further incident.

 

Team 8- Sergeant T.J. Heinl
On January 11, 2012, Officer Joe Lopez responded to a Domestic Violence call at 12621 Lomas Blvd NE.  While enroute, dispatch was advised by the caller she had been strangled and that her boyfriend had left carrying an assault rifle.  Upon arrival Officer Lopez determined through his investigation that the female had been held against her will, battered and advised that if she called police a "hit" would be placed on her life.  It was also learned that the suspect was a known gang member and had a felony conviction.  Officer Lopez exhausted all means of attempting to contact the offender with negative results.  He then obtained a felony arrest warrant for the suspect with a $100,000 cash/surety bond.  He then contacted the APD Gang Unit who was able to locate and arrest the subject the following day.

 

Officer Joe Lopez responded to a Domestic Violence call at 25 Hotel Cr NE.  Upon arrival he made contact with the female victim.  She stated she was in Albuquerque with her husband so he could apply for unemployment.  She stated that they had gone out to Graham Central Station where they began drinking.  When they got back to their hotel room they continued to drink.  She stated her husband then began accusing her of cheating on him.  Her husband then pulled the telephone chord out of the wall and began strangling her causing her to vomit.  Her husband then fled the scene prior to officer’s arrival.  Officer Lopez completed a felony arrest warrant for the subject with a $10,000 cash/surety bond.

 

On January 25, 2012, Officer Alejandro Armijo responded to a Domestic Violence call at 12524 Central Ave NE.  Upon arrival he made contact with the female victim.  She advised him that she was on the west side of town when she got into a domestic dispute with her boyfriend.  She stated that while driving home she attempted to get out of the vehicle at which point he grabbed her by her arm with one hand and by her cheek with his other hand digging his nails in to her skin.  She stated they continued driving home when he threatened to beat her and kill their kids.   She was finally able to exit the vehicle at Western Skies and Central Ave SE.  Officer Armijo stated that the female victim's two young children, ages 8 and 5, were in the vehicle during the incident.  Officer Armijo made contact with the suspect over the cell phone but he refused to meet officers.  Officer Armijo was able to obtain a felony arrest warrant for the suspect on False Imprisonment charges with a bond of $25,000 cash/surety.

 

Team 9- Sergeant MG Barreras
Four (4) members of team 9 received “The Hero of the Week Award,” by Mayor Berry, for their outstanding work in capturing 4 Home Invasion subjects during the Halloween weekend and returning all of the property to the numerous victims who were at a party.  Congratulations to Officer Scott Mills, Jonathan Mares, Danny Padilla and Vincente Martinez.

Officer Erica Lowry was recognized as The Foothill Officer of the Quarter.  She was recognized for her outstanding work and her caring, dedication in raising funds to assist with the gift baskets delivered in December 2011.  Officer Lowry assisted greatly in raising the donations that allowed us to increase the number of baskets provided to families in need.

On January 9, 2012, Officer Chris Rody & Scott Mills made a felony arrest of a suspect at the Econolodge Hotel who had struck a female and a male companion on their heads with a large bottle of liquor which required stitches

.

On January 10, 2012, Officer Vincente Martinez made a felony arrest on a suspect at 1100 block of Maxine on kidnapping and false imprisonment charges against the boyfriend. 

On January 18, 2012, Officer Jonathan Mares and Danny Padilla arrested a male subject at 557 Tramway NE on felony charges for beating up his girlfriend.  The male subject had pushed officers into a bush which caused minor scratches to their face.  The female victim was transported to the hospital by ambulance, but not before she rushed at and struck one of the EMT’s.  She was then arrested for felony charges of Battery on a Healthcare worker.

On January 22, 2012, Officers Jonathan Mares and Danny Padilla made another felony arrest on a subject who had been strangled by her husband at 12801 Cooper Ave NE.

Watch II- Lieutenant Scott LaFayette

Foothills Impact Team – Sgt. Thomson
On January 18, 2012, Detective Gonterman arrested Marquis Cruz for reckless driving. Det. Gonterman conducted a follow up investigation on the license plate history which was listed as  a suspect vehicle in a larceny and battery case at The Quarters Package Liquor at 801 Yale SE on 11-4-2011.  She interviewed victims of this battery and conducting suspect interviews, Det. Gonterman  found that 5 individuals from the suspect vehicle had planned a "liquor run."  When employees chased the offenders after stealing two bottles of alcohol, the 5 subjects battered the employees, kicking one of the employees in the head repeatedly causing great bodily harm to the victim. Two other employees also sustained injuries. Detective Gonterman positively identified Amanda Rogers, Arcolla McCoy, Vada McCoy, Jovaughan Lawrence and Bayard Webb. Arrest Warrants were obtained for the adult offenders. The case will also be forwarded to Juvenile Probation for the juvenile offenders.

 

On January 12, 2012, Detective Miller obtained an arrest warrant for Lesdrick Lee for a domestic violence incident where he was charged with kidnapping, and abuse of a child.  Lesdrick left the state after the incident, and Officer Jones found that he went to Utah where he was from.  Utah authorities were notified and Lesdrick was arrested and is currently awaiting extradition back to New Mexico.

 

On January 25, 2012, Detective Miller obtained an arrest warrant for Ryan Baca a juvenile repeat offender.  Ryan was charged with Aggravated Assault and Shooting from a motor vehicle.  Ryan was located and arrested by APD R.O.P.

 

Members of the Jackson Middle School PTA came into the FH sub to report a parent who had embezzled almost $7000 of the PTA's money by using the PTA credit card to make personal purchases at Sam's Club. Foothills IMPACT Detectives assisted Officer R. Alberti with the case. Officer Alberti obtained an arrest warrant and a search warrant for Ginger Tracy's home. Much of the embezzled merchandise was located at her residence. The merchandise included a 7' tall Nutcracker which made TV news. Tracy had purchased numerous Christmas gifts, food, and items for neighbors whom she owed money to in lieu of paying them back with cash. She also would make a purchase on the card on behalf of a neighbor and then get the cash and have them pay her the cash.

 

In August, 2011 Det. J Stott received a case in which a male and a female stole a bank bag from a Wal-Mart register containing $3800 cash. Previously the female had used her EBT card to make a purchase at the Wal-Mart. Det. Stott tracked down the female from the EBT purchase, positively identified her and obtained a warrant for her arrest. He learned the female, Vanessa Castillo was on probation. Probation & Parole assisted Det. Stott by locating Vanessa and taking her into custody. Vanessa revealed the identity of the male offender to Det Stott as Alfredo Gonzales, who was already in custody on other charges. Det. Stott booked Gonzales on the new charges. 

 

An elderly woman reported $56,000 worth of her jewelry was missing. Det. G. Stone found through his investigation, that Hollingsworth's caregiver, Roger Schuler, had sold $7085 in gold to National Jewelry Buyers Exchange. Det. Stone interviewed Schuler and he admitted to taking the jewelry. Schuler was booked on the charges.

Team 1– Sergeant Mike Woolley

On January 31, 2012, Sergeant Woolley and Lieutenant LaFayette were dispatched to 2817 Muriel Ave NE, regarding a disturbance call. The caller stated they could hear what sounded like a fight coming from the apartment and a female screaming. 

The door was answered by the male half of a domestic dispute. He stepped outside the apartment to be interviewed. The subject was patted down for weapons and he admitted to being in possession of drugs. A bag of cocaine and a bag of methamphetamine were found in his right front pocket. The subject was also found to have an outstanding misdemeanor warrant for his arrest.

During the course of the investigation, a juvenile male, who was the suspect’s brother, approached the apartment. It was discovered the juvenile had a felony warrant for his arrest. The case was turned over to the Foothills Impact Team for investigation. Both suspects were transported to the substation and then were booked.

Team 2– Sergeant Ferris Simmons
Officer Jeff Jones was recognized as January 2012 “Uniformed Officer of the Month” for the department. 
Sergeant Simmons assisted with the apprehension of two bank robbery offenders as part of Robbery Apprehension Team. She was also selected as the weekend Public Information Officer (PIO) for the department.

On January 18, 2012, Officer Jones conducted a traffic stop in the area of Juan Tabo and Copper. During Officer Jones’ discussion with the driver and checking her drivers license status, it was learned that she and the two passengers were on probation. Officer Jones contacted the probation officer who requested he arrest all three subjects for violating conditions of their probation. 

All three subjects were arrested. During the inventory search of the vehicle, an active methamphetamine lab was found in the trunk. 

On January 19, 2012, Sgt. Simmons conducted a traffic stop.  Upon contacting the driver, smell marijuana smoke was obvious. She asked the driver about the smoke and he pulled a small amount of marijuana from his underwear. Sgt. Simmons had the driver exit the vehicle so it could be tow for being uninsured. Sgt. Simmons found more marijuana, a scale, and a small amount of cocaine in the vehicle. The driver, who was seventeen, was released to his parents. The case was forwarded to the Juvenile District Attorney for review and possible prosecution.

Team 3– Sergeant Larry Pocci

On January 6, 2012, Officers Lorraine Sadler-Lopez and Kent Parsons were dispatched to the 12200 blk of Loyola Ave NE, regarding a possible residential burglary in progress. A neighbor called 911 stating an unknown subject broke out a window in the front door and entered the house. Officers arrived on scene just as the offender exited the house. The suspect was taken into custody. The suspect had stolen an apple computer, camera, i-phone, wii game system, and various video games. The property was returned to the victim.  The suspect was arrested and booked for residential burglary.

On January 10, 2012, Officers were dispatched to the Edgewood Suites Motel located at 13141 Central Ave NE regarding a burglary/ theft. The victims reported the theft of cash and electronics.  Despite a 24 hour delay in reporting Officers discovered the motel had video surveillance that recorded the incident. The motel clerk recognized one of the two suspects who entered the room as someone who was also staying at the motel.  Officers went to the suspect’s motel room and contacted three subjects, one male and two females. The male was one of the suspects seen on the video entering the victim’s room. The male and one of the females were found to be in possession of methamphetamines. The male was also found to a convicted felon for murder.  A search warrant was obtained for the suspect’s motel room. The suspects were interviewed by burglary detectives and arrested for the drug charges.

On January15, 2012, Officer Carl Vigil was dispatched to Harbor Freight Tools located at 11035 Menaul NE, regarding an attempted fraudulent return.  Officer Vigil learned the name the store had for the subject was fake. Officer Vigil conducted an investigation and was able to identify the offender and obtain an arrest warrant for him. Officer Vigil was able to take the offender into custody on January 15th, when he returned to attempt the refund again. 
Watch III- Lieutenant Nick Gonzales

Team 4- Sergeant Paul Duran
On January 12, 2012, Crisis Intervention Trained Officer was requested by the Northeast Area Command.  Officer M. Monette volunteered to assist Northeast units with a suicidal subject barricading himself in his vehicle.  Officer Monette spoke with the subject for over one hour.  He was able to get the subject to exit his vehicle without his firearm and surrender to a mental health evaluation.  No force was used and the subject was unharmed.
On January 25, 2012, Officer Wetterlund was dispatched to an armed robbery at the Dollar Tree Store at 13130 Central Ave. SE.  Witnesses advised the offender was last seen getting onto a city bus.  Officers were able to safely stop the bus and take a subject matching the offender description into custody.  The victims and witnesses were able to positively identify the subject as the armed robbery offender.  The offender was booked for Armed Robbery (2nd offense) and aggravated battery with a deadly weapon.  The offender was on probation for previous Armed Robberies in the Albuquerque area.

On January 26, 2012, Officer G. Abbatanuono was dispatched to Eldorado High School for a domestic violence call.  Officer Abbatanuono conducted a thorough investigation and charged felony charges on the offender which consisted of false imprisonment along with misdemeanor battery against a household member.  The offender was a juvenile and Officer Abbatanuono was able to complete the necessary juvenile booking paperwork and get the juvenile offender booked without further incident.  Early intervention is our best chance of breaking this cycle of violence!
It should be noted that the Team 4 bike units had a very productive arrest month.  Collectively, Officers J. Allred and C. Maxon had 55 misdemeanor and 10 felony arrests for the month of January.   

Team 5- Sergeant Melissa O’Connell
On January 4, 2012, Officer Warwick was dispatched to a Bank robbery at Compass Bank on Central. The offender was located a few blocks away by the R.O.P. unit and over $2500 dollars was recovered. 

 

On January 30, 2012, Sergeant O'Connell was dispatched to domestic dispute at 11100 Gibson SE. The male subject was highly intoxicated, battered his sister, and attempted to try and have sex with her. The female was transported to the hospital. Officer Alma Gonzales located and arrested the male in the neighborhood. 

 
On January 31, 2012, Sergeant O'Connell contacted the Manager at CVS pharmacy (Eubank/Menaul) to give Robbery Awareness class literature. As she was leaving the parking lot, the manager flagged her down to a shoplifter. She took the male into custody and liquor was recovered. His girlfriend was found to have a felony warrant and several other bottles of liquor were recovered from their vehicle. 

 

Team 6- Sergeant George Wood
On January 08, 2012, Officer Knipprath responded to a call at 13400 block of Canyon View NE, to a report of someone attempting to steal a truck. Officer Knipprath arrived and found the vehicle had been high centered on a sidewalk and abandoned.  He searched the area and located the offender nearby.    A search pursuant to arrest revealed copious amounts of property that appeared to have been taken from other vehicles.  A canvass of the area was conducted and two vehicle were located that had been burglarized by the offender. The property was returned to the victims and the Offender was arrested and booked for Auto Theft and Auto Burglary.

 

On January 17, 2012, Officer Knipprath observed two males in a fight at 10500 Lomas NE. As the subjects were separated and taken into custody, one was found to be armed with a handgun. Subsequent investigation revealed the male with the firearm was in the process of committing an armed robbery against the other male. The offender was arrested and booked for Robbery.  

 

On January 22, 2012, Officer Begay responded to a reported stabbing in the 12700 block of Constitution NE. It was discovered that a female had been stabbed by her boyfriend.  She suffered a major laceration to her arm.  The boyfriend was located walking on Chelwood Park and taken into custody.  Officer Begay conducted the entire investigation and follow up. The victim suffered lacerated nerve paths which may permanently affected the use of her hand.
